Bitcoin is an internet currency that was started in 2009 by a Japanese
software developer. In contrast to normal money, which is distributed and
controlled by government, there is no central organization behind Bitcoin. You can
send and receive Bitcoin money without giving your name or address and without
paying fees to a bank. Bitcoins are not physical. However, they can be bought at
exchanges all across the Internet, where you can trade them for normal money.
Bitcoins are created by a process called mining. They can be produced by anyone
around the world. People compete to solve puzzles using mathematical software. If
they succeed they get a certain number of bitcoins as a reward.

Customers can save their bitcoins in an internet wallet, a kind of software
that manages your virtual money. From there you can buy products from
merchants who accept bitcoins. You can also sell items and get bitcoins in return.
Only your special ID is transferred across the Internet, never your real identity.
Bitcoin is a way of sending and receiving money anonymously. Not all
governments are happy about this new internet currency. Some see it as a way of
transferring money, for example from drugs or other illegal activities, from one
place to another.

The value of bitcoins is determined by their popularity in the world and how
they are trusted. If many businesses accept the currency and more and more people
use it to make transactions, its value goes up. Recent scandals around Bitcoin
exchanges, however, has made the value of the digital currency go down. Towards
the end of 2018 the value of the world's bitcoins was about $1.5 billion.

Many economic experts see Bitcoin as the currency of the future. However,
it is not ready for mass use. The network may suffer from hacking attacks and the
value of the money is not very stable. Bitcoin is also seen as a playground for
money speculators.

The retail industry is undergoing a revolution. As techno-savvy consumers
increasingly go online to shop, internet sales are booming. The first secure Internet
shopping transaction took place in August 1994 — the sale of a CD in the US. By
the time of the dotcom gold rush in 2000, Internet sales had reached 800 million
pounds a year. Despite fears over the future of the Internet after the dotcom bubble
burst and initial consumer concerns about the safety of shopping by credit card
online, e-commerce sales have exploded since 2000. According to James Roper,
the chief executive at IMRG (Interactive Media in Retail Group), online shopping
will transform the way people consume. Traditional retailers have to concentrate
on the mass market as they only have the shelf space and time for the best-selling
products, he says. But with the internet, consumers have unlimited choice. "It is a
bigger marketplace and consumers can find precisely the product they want rather
than just what is available in the shops,” he said. "You can get products from
anywhere in the world”.

According to an IMG report, "the internet does not recognize boundaries and
is creating a huge global shopping marketplace, worth billions of pounds. More
than a billion people use the internet, some 17 per cent of the world's population,
of which almost a third live in Europe”.

Nick Robertson, the chief executive of ASOS, said one of the biggest factors
in the growth of his business has been the proliferation of broadband. "Due to
broadband, we are able to display our products in a more favourable way, for
example with the use of catwalks," he said.

The other key factor pushing increasing numbers online is convenience, he
said. "Girls don't have the time to go to the shops in their lunch hour. By shopping
online they can get items delivered to their place of work." Shoppers know exactly
what they want, it is simply a case of finding the cheapest retailer online. However,
when it is a question of something more personal, such as the perfect dress and
piece of jewellery to match, consumers often prefer to see the item for themselves.
They enjoy the whole experience, the pleasure of trying products on or simply
browsing and planning a future purchase.

One retail analyst said that the traditional retailers that may prove ultimately
more successful are those that go multi-channel by integrating their website with
their physical shop.

"That is the next logical step,” he said.
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"Websites will become more sophisticated. You will be able to order online,
then arrange to go and pick it up yourself from a distribution point."”

Bitcoin is an internet currency that was started in 2009 by a Japanese
software developer. In contrast to normal money, which is distributed and
controlled by government, there is no central organization behind Bitcoin. You can
send and receive Bitcoin money without giving your name or address and without
paying fees to a bank. Bitcoins are not physical. However, they can be bought at
exchanges all across the Internet, where you can trade them for normal money.
Bitcoins are created by a process called mining. They can be produced by anyone
around the world. People compete to solve puzzles using mathematical software. If
they succeed they get a certain number of bitcoins as a reward.

Customers can save their bitcoins in an internet wallet, a kind of software
that manages your virtual money. From there you can buy products from
merchants who accept bitcoins. You can also sell items and get bitcoins in return.
Only your special ID is transferred across the Internet, never your real identity.
Bitcoin is a way of sending and receiving money anonymously. Not all
governments are happy about this new internet currency. Some see it as a way of
transferring money, for example from drugs or other illegal activities, from one
place to another.

The value of bitcoins is determined by their popularity in the world and how
they are trusted. If many businesses accept the currency and more and more people
use it to make transactions, its value goes up. Recent scandals around Bitcoin
exchanges, however, has made the value of the digital currency go down. Towards
the end of 2018 the value of the world's bitcoins was about $1.5 billion.

Many economic experts see Bitcoin as the currency of the future. However,
it is not ready for mass use. The network may suffer from hacking attacks and the
value of the money is not very stable. Bitcoin is also seen as a playground for
money speculators.

The retail industry is undergoing a revolution. As techno-savvy consumers
increasingly go online to shop, internet sales are booming. The first secure Internet
shopping transaction took place in August 1994 — the sale of a CD in the US. By
the time of the dotcom gold rush in 2000, Internet sales had reached 800 million
pounds a year. Despite fears over the future of the Internet after the dotcom bubble
burst and initial consumer concerns about the safety of shopping by credit card
online, e-commerce sales have exploded since 2000. According to James Roper,
the chief executive at IMRG (Interactive Media in Retail Group), online shopping
will transform the way people consume. Traditional retailers have to concentrate
on the mass market as they only have the shelf space and time for the best-selling
products, he says. But with the internet, consumers have unlimited choice. "It is a
bigger marketplace and consumers can find precisely the product they want rather
than just what is available in the shops,” he said. "You can get products from
anywhere in the world”.

According to an IMG report, "the internet does not recognize boundaries and
is creating a huge global shopping marketplace, worth billions of pounds. More
than a billion people use the internet, some 17 per cent of the world's population,
of which almost a third live in Europe”.

Nick Robertson, the chief executive of ASOS, said one of the biggest factors
in the growth of his business has been the proliferation of broadband. "Due to
broadband, we are able to display our products in a more favourable way, for
example with the use of catwalks," he said.

The other key factor pushing increasing numbers online is convenience, he
said. "Girls don't have the time to go to the shops in their lunch hour. By shopping
online they can get items delivered to their place of work." Shoppers know exactly
what they want, it is simply a case of finding the cheapest retailer online. However,
when it is a question of something more personal, such as the perfect dress and
piece of jewellery to match, consumers often prefer to see the item for themselves.
They enjoy the whole experience, the pleasure of trying products on or simply
browsing and planning a future purchase.

One retail analyst said that the traditional retailers that may prove ultimately
more successful are those that go multi-channel by integrating their website with
their physical shop.

"That is the next logical step," he said.

"Websites will become more sophisticated. You will be able to order online,
then arrange to go and pick it up yourself from a distribution point.”
